“Cyprus was the first stage in the missionary 
journeys of the Apostle Paul (cf. Acts 
13:1-4). Set apart by the Holy Spirit, Paul, 
accompanied by Barnabas, a native of 
Cyprus, and Mark, the future evangelist... 
they reached Paphos where, close to this 
very place, they preached in the presence 
of the Roman pro-consul Sergius Paulus. 
Thus it was from this place that the Gospel 
message began to spread....” 

“For, in Paul’s words, “there is one body and 
one spirit, just as you were called to the one 
hope of your calling, one Lord, one faith, one 
baptism” 

“..let’s ask St. Barnabas 
and Epphanius, St. Peter
